Openfire Server Setup

I. Openfire Install

1. Set up a LAMP server and install PHPMyAdmin (refer to documentation)

2. You will need to set a static IP address by going to sudo nano /etc/network/interfaces
3. For the primary network interface edit so it looks like the following




auto eth0



iface eth0 inet static
        



address 192.168.1.15
        



netmask 255.255.255.0
        



network 192.168.1.0
        



broadcast 192.168.1.255
        



gateway 192.168.1.1
Press Ctrl+X and then type y and press Enter to save the changes


Type sudo /etc/init.d/networking restart
4. Run sudo apt-get update
5. Type sudo apt-get install sun-java6-jre
6. Download the Openfire Debian package and double click it to install
II. Database Setup

1. On another computer open a web browser and go to //localhost/phpmyadmin
2. Log in as root
3. Go to the Databases link

4. Under Create New Database type in openfire and click create
5. Go back to the Openfire Server and on the command line type sudo su to go into root user mode

6. Type cd /usr/share/openfire/resources/database
7. Type mysql –u root –p openfire < openfire_mysql.sql
8. The database structure should now be created you can check to make sure it is there in PHPMyAdmin if you wish

III. Openfire Setup

1. On another computer open a web browser and go to //Server IP:9090
2. The Openfire setup should appear

3. Select English for the language and click Continue
4. Leave the default options for the next screen and click Continue
5. Select Standard Database Connection and click Continue
6. Under Database Driver Presets select MySQL
7. Under Database URL replace [host-name] with localhost and replace [database-name] with openfire
8. For Username type root
9. For Password type in the root user password for the MySQL database and click Continue 
10. For the Profile Settings window select Default and click Continue
11. For the Administrator Account settings make sure to type in a password (this will be used to log into the Openfire Admin Page, the username should be admin)

12. Click Continue and that should be all for the setup
